CONSTRUCTION PROGRESS

USAID contractors completed construction and installation of the liquid and
vapor treatment plant (LVTP) at the north end of the containment structure, the
emergency backup water supply system, and installed the thermal sensors on
the containment structure. They also started operational testing of the LVTP
system for Phase | treatment. Phase Il excavation continued in Sen Lake and
the surrounding wetlands.

On April 19, 2014, the Governments of Vietnam and the United States (U.S.)
jointly commissioned the thermal treatment system to begin remediating the
Phase | dioxin-contaminated soil and sediment (approximately 45,000 cubic
meters). U.S. Senator Patrick Leahy, Vietham’s Vice Minister of National
Defense (MND) Senior Lieutenant General Nguyen Chi Vinh; U.S.
Ambassador David Shear and Vice Chairman of Vietnam’s National
Assembly’s Foreign Relations Committee Ha Huy Thong, ceremoniously
commissioned the thermal treatment system with senior U.S and Viethamese
government officials and media representatives in attendance. Other officials
included Senator Richard Shelby, Senator Michael Crapo, Congressman Jim
Cooper, Congressman Peter Welch, USAID/Vietnam Mission Director Joakim
Parker, Director of the Office of the National Steering Committee on Agent
Orange Dr. Le Ke Son, Danang People’s Committee (DNPC) Vice Chairman
Nguyen Ngoc Tuan and other senior MND leaders. A Public Service
Announcement was aired on local television for fifteen days in cooperation with
the DNPC prior to the ceremony to inform the Danang community about the
pending start of thermal treatment.
