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CAPACITY BUILDING

USAID held the first of a four-part
training  program  designed  for
Government of Vietnam stakeholders
and counterparts on key aspects of
conducting an environmental
assessment. Part One was held over a
three-day period and was attended by
30 representatives from the Ministry of
Defense - Academy of Military Science
and Technology, Air Defense Air Force
Command Chemical Command,
Vietnam-Russia Tropical Center; Dong
Nai Department of Natural Resources
and Environment; Danang Department
of Natural Resources and Environment;
Center for Environmental Monitoring
under the Ministry of Environment and
Natural Resources/Vietnam
Environment Administration; and Office
33. The training covered aspects of
sampling including standard operating
procedures, methodology, and
planning. Training activities included

classroom lectures, hands-on
demonstrations, and practical
application  through  case  study
exercises.

USAID and the Government of Vietham continued implementing the
Environmental Remediation of Dioxin Contamination at Danang Airport
Project launched in August 2012.

REMEDIATION PROGRESS

Phase 1 treatment of approximately 45,000 cubic meters of dioxin-
contaminated soil and sediment continued and the average temperature of
the contaminated soil and sediment inside the treatment structure reached
260 degrees Celsius by the end of September, which is more than 75% to the
target treatment temperature of 335 degrees Celsius (the temperature to
destroy dioxin).

USAID contractors completed the the majority of Phase 2 excavation activities
in Sen Lake and the surrounding wetlands at the northern end of the Project
site, ahead of the 2015 schedule. The site was secured for the upcoming
rainy season by installing erosion control measures and covering
contaminated areas with clean crushed stone and backfill to prevent erosion
and prevent the migration of any contaminated material offsite.
